3 Investigations

(a) Using all four operations (+, -, × and ÷) and brackets, can you make all the numbers to 20 using just four 4s?

e.g. (4 ÷ 4) × (4 ÷ 4) = 1

(b) Investigate all the possible numbers you can make using the digits of the year in which you were born together with the four operations and brackets. Make sure the numbers are in order

e.g. If you were born in 1984:

1 + 9 + 8 + 4 = 22	
(1 + 9) × (8 + 4) = 120
1 × 9 + (8 - 4) = 13 
(1 + 9) - (8 ÷ 4) = 8
